The life of Georgia O’Keeffe

A. Georgia O’Keeffe was born in 1887 and grew up in Sun Prairie, Wisconsin, a farming town settled only 40 years earlier. She liked reading about art.
B. When she was 16, her family moved to Virginia, and Georgia studied art at the Art Institute of Chicago. At 23, she had a crisis of confidence and spoke of giving up painting, but over the next two years she taught art in Texas and eventually regained her desire to paint.
C. O’Keeffe lived and studied in New York on and off for three years, taking time off to teach in Virginia, South Carolina and again in Texas. Always independent-minded, in Texas she became known for her strange drawings.
D. A friend showed Georgia’s drawings to Alfred Stiegliz, the greatest photographer in America and owner of the forward-looking 291 Gallery in New York. When he saw charcoal drawings, he was amazed. “I realized that I had never seen anything like it before.”
E. A year later, O’Keeffe gave up her teaching and started painting full-time in Manhattan and at the Stiegliz family home in Lake George. She also joined Stiegliz’s circle of friends, which included some of the most important writers, painters and photographers in America.

F. While her work grew in confidence, her live with Stiegliz was full of difficulties. He encouraged her work but wanted her to be an obedient wife. In his role as her dealer he took control over the sale and exhibition of her works. She felt imprisoned.

G. During this period, O’Keeffe made a series of charcoal studies which she called her “Special” drawings. These were the first works of her artistic maturity. And they were to lead to her first great romantic involvement.

H. Stiegliz exhibited the drawings without O’Keeffe’s knowledge. Though initially outraged, she knew that 291 was the best possible venue for her works – and Stiegliz himself the best possible dealer. With time, he became equally passionate about O’Keeffe herself. She was 30 and he was 53. In 1924 they got married

I. The role did not entirely suit her. Solitary by nature and the only woman artist in a group of opinionated men, she was very aware of the oppression of women. Some of the men resented her, feeling threatened by a woman of such exceptional talent.
J. O’Keeffe did not feel that her future lay in teaching, but then as now there were few other ways for an artist to earn a living. So she decided to take a teaching degree in New York, and her life was changed forever.

K. O’Keeffe was drawn towards art from an early age. She was brilliant at drawing and, at 13, told a friend, “I’m going to be an artist.

EATING DISORĐER - ANOREXIA

Anorexia is a dangerous eating disorder, which often starts in the teenage years. In Britain 5% of girls are anorexic and four out of ten teenage girls skip meals so they can be thin like fashion models and pop stars. But it is not just girls who want to lose weight, many boys want to become thin too and they also do not eat enough.

Anorexia is a medical condition and its full name is anorexia nervosa. People with anorexia try not to eat and they lose a lot of weight. They cannot overcome the feeling that they are fat while watching their reflection in the mirror even when they are extremely thin. They use other ways of keeping thin like taking laxative tablets (which make you go to the toilet more often) or doing too much physical exercise. Anorexics can become extremely weak and 20% of them do not live more than 20 years after their anorexia started. Only 60% of anorexics can recover completely.

The Eating Disorders Association claims that girls between 11 and 19 years of age are more likely to become anorexic, but anorexia can happen to anyone. More and more boys are becoming anorexic. Eating disorders are also increasing among 8-11 -year-olds. Celebrities are particularly vulnerable because their fans are always judging their appearance.

Scientists claim that eating problems start because some people are born with genetically inherited propensities but others think that we learn them from observing people around us. Also, it may occur to people who don’t feel in control of their lives, so they tend to control what they eat instead. It can also start as a result of some other problems like general unhappiness at home or failure at school. The society and schools can try to prevent young people from anorexia and other eating disorders by persuading them to avoid diets and to turn to sports and exercising sensibly. Even overweight teenagers should not diet but involve regularly in some physical activities. Schools should weigh their pupils regularly.

TEENS AND THE DANGER OF DRUGS

Teens are in the age group that is most likely to try drugs and they are also the most in danger. 64% of British teens would take drugs if they were offered some for free in the street. Surveys in Europe show similar results. Teens seem not to realize the danger of taking drugs.

Many teens believe that because they have taken a drug once there is no danger of addiction so there is nothing to worry about. Not true. Teens take drugs for a number of reasons - boredom, peer pressure, to fit in the group, or simply for fun. Most of them do not take drugs because they are unhappy or troubled but a few admit they enjoy the feeling of escape that some drugs provide. Although many teens know drugs can harm their health they do not understand how.

Most teens first contact with drugs occurs when they are persuaded by friends to try them. Drugs such as Ecstasy are sold to look cool. The tablets have smiley faces or trendy logos. This makes them look less scary and more fun, and even similar to sweets. It makes younger teenagers attracted to them.

Ecstasy users defend their choice of drugs by saying it is safer than drinking and driving which kills many teenagers every year. But E can be really lethal as it is often made with cheap poisonous substances. Although E can make you feel good by releasing serotonin in the brain, it can also cause the overheating of the body. This can lead to death from either dehydration or drinking too much water.

Although some people deny that once you start you try stronger and stronger drugs but in most cases this is true; in no time at all you switch to heroin and crack. Having the experience with Ecstasy you may now easily overdose not realizing what you are buying and how much you can take at a time. This results either in heart attacks or death.

Many teens smoke cannabis which is also very dangerous as it may lead to uncontrolled behaviour leading to accidents and sometimes death. This can also lead to permanent addiction.

Due to the need of regular doses teenagers spend more and more money on them even turning to crime.
